Consider these words prayerfully from Mark Yaconelli:  “Jesus 
teaches prayer by praying. We do the same. We pray among, and 
on  behalf of, young people- trusting that it is our LIFE of prayer, 
more than our words and teaching ABOUT prayer, that will commu-
nicate God's love. In my experience, it is a praying person that in-
vites others to pray, more than a particular method or teaching. 'If 
you alone find peace, thousands around you will be saved,' St. 
Seraphim once counseled. And so we seek to free God's life within 
us, allowing the peace of God to course through our bloodstream so 
we might carry this peace into the lives of young people. The best 
preparation for teaching kids to pray is for us to spend time in prayer 
ourselves. The time you spend in prayer isn't selfish or frivolous; 
rather it is deeply connected to the ministry and life of young people 
you serve [or live with]." Downtime 
  
My prayer for us as parents and mentors in this congregation is that 
we may lead by example. Would you like for the youth of this con-
gregation to have a deep prayer life? Then I invite you to pray 
deeply and often. Again, think of how much Jesus' life was devoted 
to prayer; how many times do you see Him down on His knees in 
the gospels?
