The town then demands for Gideon’s 
life, but his father comes out and says something profound; “If Baal 
is really a god, he can defend himself when someone breaks down 
his altar.” And he was renamed Jerub-Baal, meaning, “Let Baal con-
tend with him.” Our schools (and let’s face it, our whole society) has 
been saturated and flooded and oppressed by other gods. These 
other gods say that what’s important is to be liked by all of your 
peers because of your status or success. These gods go by many 
names: “fashion,” “popularity,” “comfort,” “school,” “sports,” “money,” 
and many others. These gods want us to live a certain way, a way 
that does not exalt the true, living God to the highest and only throne 
that should be in our hearts. But the angel of God has called you His 
Warrior! He calls out to us who have been afraid to take a stand 
against materialism, gluttony, pride, and selfishness- and demands 
that we stop hiding and put on His armor, that we cut those gods 
legs out from under them by the radical way we live! May they see 
that your goals are not to have a comfortable life or a successful re-
tirement account or to be the star of your sports team, but rather to 
glorify Yahweh with everything! Remember to be strong in the Lord 
and in his mighty power, and may the gods contend with you!
